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The Beacon is open to young people aged 10-24 every Monday 9-5 for free and confidential advice and support around drugs and alcohol. 
During all school holidays we have set up a specific program for young people to access starting Monday 18th February 2019. 

· 09:00 – 12:00 – Breakfast Club. An opportunity for all young people to gain advice and information about our service whilst having a coffee and a game of pool. 
· 12:00 – 13:00 – Drugs and Alcohol Confidential Q&A drop in. Any young people can come along to this session to find out more about drugs and/or alcohol, new drug trends and safety/harm reduction advice. 
· 13:00 – 15:00 – Transition YP drop in. 18-24 year old support around drugs/alcohol and we have support from IMPACT, TalentMatch and YMCA for employment, training and mental health support. 
· 15:00 – 17:00 – Creativity group. All young people can call in for some therapeutic creativity and discussions.
