His qualifications including; B Ed (Hons) Outdoor Education & Science, SLE in Outdoor Learning (possibly the only holder of this specialism in the UK), he has earned the award of Leading Practitioner for the Institute for Outdoor Learning (which means he has contributed & innovated on a National level over many years), he holds his International Mountain Leader Carnet, Fellow of the Royal Geographical Society, NPQSL and is a qualified Outdoor Therapist (SFBT). The ultimate goal of the Out & About program is to;

“enable pupils to reimagine their potential to become productive citizens with ‘life effectiveness’ (Neil 2003). This is achieved through ‘connecting with nature as one path to flourishing in life’” (Capaldi 2015). Creating individuals who are ‘living well’ (Beame 2016).”

This is supported by a comprehensive and soon to be published Theory of Change demonstrating the evidence and research supporting this. The TOC outlines how Out & About is a vehicle to practice the virtues (virtues needed for life and the world of work). Pupils develop their character through a variety of motivating and challenging activities, which appeal to the practical (Baylis 1999) nature of our pupils ‘phronesis’ (Aristotle 394 BC). Process over product is one of many elements key to success in this process.
